The coolant flows from the machine into the center of the drum, which is lined with a
non-woven filter fabric. The liquid then flows through the filter removing any particles in
suspension. When the filter is clogged and the coolant level rises to a predetermined level in
the drum, a sensor activates the filter feed, rotating the drum and exposing a new area of filter.
